Bug Fixes

KeyTips not removed when shown for the first time

If you use the ALT key to show Ribbon KeyTips and then move focus away to another application the KeyTips do not always get removed. This can occur the first time that KeyTips are displayed. This is fixed.

Version 4.2

New Components

KryptonRibbonGroupTrackBar

This new component adds a KryptonTrackBar to the ribbon control and so allows a slider to be used to control a value. It can be placed inside a Triple or Lines container and you should make use of the MaximumLength and MinimumLength properties to alter the width of the element to fit the contents.

Bug Fixes

Cannot add QATButtons using the collection designer

Click on the ellipses button inside the property window for the QATButtons property and a collection editor dialog is displayed. Unfortunately the dialog is broken and you cannot add new entries. This is fixed.

Moving to and from minimized mode loses the selected tab

If you select any tab except the first ribbon tab and then use the right hand side button to minimize and then restore the ribbon it always comes back with the first tab selected. It has forgotten the tab that was selected the last time the ribbon was not minimized. This is fixed.

Office 2010 palettes cannot move the application using the blank tabs area

With Office 2010 you can drag the application window by using the spare blank area within the tabs line of the ribbon. This is fixed.

Mouse wheel crashes on 64bit Systems

Placing the mouse over the ribbon tabs area and then using the mouse wheel will change the selected ribbon tab. It can also cause a crash on 64bit systems with an overflow exception being generated. This has been fixed.

Bug Fixes

Source code compilation could not be used in projects

Compiling the installed source code for the Krypton components would generate a set of assemblies there could not be easily used in your own projects. Using those assemblies would fail to find the correct design time classes and so controls would appear in the icon tray and be impossible to design. This has been solved by adding a strong key to the source code and automatically installing them into the GAC. Now you projects should reference the GAC assemblies always even when you have compiled the source code yourself.

Form generated code contains designer classes

The generated code for a form could contain designer classes when they should not be present. This prevented the code from compiling. This has been fixed.

Version 4.1.5

Moved Classes

All the design time classes have been removed and placed into the new assembly ComponentFactory.Krypton.Design. This allows the Ribbon assembly to be used inside Client Profile projects which are available in Visual Studio 2010. The Client Profile version of the .NET Framework is a subset of the full framework and allows for smaller installations sizes for client based projects.

Bug Fixes

Scrolling up and down the gallery causes excessive memory usage

Using the scroll up and down buttons on the gallery element (or the separate gallery control) causes the memory usage to spike. This is because each time the client area was painted it would cache the image again and so scrolling would cause many instances of the images to be cached. Although the garbage collector would recover the memory it is not desirable to be using so much memory. This has been fixed.

RibbonAppButton.AppButtonText not localizable

This is the string displayed on the application button tab that appears in the Office 2010 palettes. It is now marked as localizable so the text will change with the appropriate language setting.

Ribbon Gallery context button is disabled when all items are showing

If all the images are showing in the gallery then the context menu is disabled. This is incorrect because it means you can no longer show extra customized options along with the list of images. This has been corrected.

Ribbon Gallery does not fired tracking item change first time around

The first time the mouse or keyboard move over the gallery and change the tracking item the change event is not being fired. This has been corrected.

Bug Fixes

Crash when clicking a collapsed group that is part of a context page

When a context page is selected and one of the contained groups is collapsed a crash will occur when pressing that collapsed group. This has been fixed.

GroupTextBox, GroupRichTextBox, GroupMaskedTextBox
GroupNumericUpDown, GroupDomainUpDown, GroupComboBox

All of these group elements have a child control that is placed and used inside the ribbon. When the enabled state of the ribbon is altered to False and then back to True the child control is left always disabled. This has been corrected.

Using Alt + F4 did not always close the application

Now the Alt + F4 key combination is used to always try and close the form that contains the ribbon control instance.

New Properties

KryptonRibbon.ShowMinimizeButton

By default the ribbon will now a minimize/expand button on the right hand side of the ribbon tabs area. This makes it easier for users to switch the ribbon into and from the minimize mode and is easier to discover than the alternate keyboard and double click mechanisms. Set this property to False if you prefer to remove the new button from display.

KryptonRibbonGroupDateTimePicker.CalendarCloseOnTodayClick

When the user clicks the Today button on the drop down menu this property is used to decide if the drop down menu should be closed. By default the setting is False to ensure the same operation as previous versions.

Bug Fixes
Crash on double clicking the application button
Double click the application button in order to close the application. In the close down process an exception is thrown that is not obvious in most cases because it is removed from view immediately. This has been fixed.

Design time crash on right clicking a ribbon tab

If you use the context menu to shift a ribbon tab to another position and then right click the moved tab then it will crash. This is fixed.
Min/Max/Close buttons disappear from MDI child windows
When you have two or more MDI child windows and then you use Ctrl+Tab whilst one of them is maximized you can end up with no min/max/close buttons on the MDI child windows. This has been resolved.

ALT key not working in standard windows way
Pressing and holding the ALT key used to cause the keyboard mode to toggle quickly on and off. This made it impossible to get the standard window behaviour or pressing ALT + F + S in order to invoke the save menu item on the file menu. This now works as expected.

Bug Fixes
Selecting Group DateTimePicker does not show Enabled/Visible properties
Clicking to select a date time picker control inside a ribbon group causes the properties window to show the set of properties for that element. However, the Enabled and Visible properties display an error and prevent you from changing the value in the designer. This has been corrected.

Assigning null to custom control element causes crash
When using the custom control ribbon element you can assign a control to the CustomControl property. But if you try and assign null to remove use of the control it causes a crash. This has been corrected.

New Properties

KryptonRibbonGroupDateTimePicker.CustomNullText

Use this property to define custom text to be drawn when the Checked property is defined as False. This happens when the checkbox is cleared by the user or a null date is assigned to the ValueNullable property. If the property is defined as an empty string or null then it is not used.


Bug Fixes
Showing KeyTips when Application Menu showing is corrupted
You should not be able to show the key tips when the application menu is showing because the app menu is not capable of showing its own key tips are part of the process. So now the key tips request will be ignored.

ToolTips displayed too far below the ribbon
Hovering over a ribbon element with a tooltip shows the popup with a large gap between the bottom of the ribbon and the popup. This is fixed.

New Components

KryptonRibbonGroupDateTimePicker

This new component adds a KryptonDateTimePicker to the ribbon control and so allows dates and times to be specified. It can be placed inside a Triple or Lines container and you should make use of the MaximumSize and MinimumSize properties to alter the width of the element to fit the contents.

New Properties

KryptonRibbon.ToolTipManager

This property allows you access to the internal ToolTipManager instance that is used for showing tool tips at runtime. This allows you to hook into events and modify the behaviour of tooltip display.
Bug Fixes
Minimized Mode and Aero Glass allows window to be moved
When the ribbon is minimized and you are using Aero glass you can show the popup of a tab and then use the left mouse down to move the window via the title bar. This is fixed so that pressing the mouse on the caption bar will dismiss the popup.

Application Button Double Click not closing the application
Double clicking the application button with the left mouse button should cause the form to be closed just like the Office 2007 applications. This is now the case.

Application Menu ButtonSpec Click event not firing
Clicking a button spec on the application menu does not fire the click event and so it is impossible to know when the button is fired. This has been fixed.

Bug Fixes
MinimizedMode Crash at DesignTime
Setting the MinimizedMode to True at design time causes a crash. This has been fixed. Note however that the ribbon never shows as minimized at design time even when the property is defined as True.

Text disappear after unlocking computer

If you lock the computer and then unlock later some of the controls do not draw the text portion of the ribbon elements. This has been resolved.

Text disappear randomly

When using Visual Studio 2005 the text is often not drawn for controls. Or it would draw but then disappear again not long afterwards. This has been fixed.

Removing all the RibbonTab’s still draws last selected tab
Once the last RibbonTab has been removed from the RibbonTabs collection the ribbon still draws the last tab that was selected. This is fixed to draw the ribbon group area as blank.

Recent Document Truncation
When text is too long to be drawn for a recent document entry it was truncating from using ellipses at the end of the string. This has been changed to use ellipses in the middle of the string where path separators are found.

Version 3.0

New Elements
KryptonRibbonGroupNumericUpDown
This new element provides a Krypton style appearance for a NumericUpDown control that comes as a standard control for WinForms.

New Properties
Ribbon.AllowMinimizedChange

Determines if the user is allowed to change the MinimizedMode setting at runtime using the keyboard combination Ctrl+F1, double clicking a tab header or using one of the ribbon context menu options. Default to a value of True.

Ribbon.RibbonAppButton.AppButtonMaxRecentSize 

The existing property called AppButtonMinRecentSize can be used to provide a minimum size to the recent documents area of the app button menu. This new property provides a maximum size. This is useful if you are adding filenames to the recent documents list and want to ensure that very long filename paths do not cause the application menu from becoming too wide.
Gallery.SmoothScrolling

A default value of True will smoothly scroll around the set of images in the gallery. But setting this to False will instantly move to new entries. This is useful if you have a very long list of items and need to speed up the process.
Bug Fixes

Crash on application exit

In some circumstances an application can throw an exception when closing a form that has a Ribbon instance. This is because the Icon associated with the Form is disposed before processing of the ribbon has finished, causing an exception when the Ribbon accesses the Icon. This has been fixed.

Crash Vista 64bit ShowDialog

Showing a dialog box that has the Ribbon causes a crash but only on the main application exit and not when the dialog box windows is closed. This is fixed.

Making AppButton Invisible does not draw application Icon

When the application button is integrated into the title bar of the form the application icon that is normally present at the top left is not drawn. If you set the RibbonAppButton.RibbonAppButtonVisible property to False to remove the app button from display then the application icon was not shown instead. This has been corrected.

Switching AllowFormIntegrate at runtime removes close button gap

If you toggle the ribbons AllowFormIntegrate setting at runtime to switch between using Aero glass and using the custom chrome for the border drawing. It also had the effect of removing the separator gap between the close button and the border edge making it look ugly. This has been corrected.

Sub-Menu incorrectly positioned when recent documents not visible

When you do not have the recent documents area shown and then app menu is displayed you might have child menus defined for the app menu items. Hovering over one of these shows the child menu positioned below the menu item when it should actually be displayed aligned to the top of the menu item. Correction applied.

Version 2.8.5
New Events

ShowQATCustomizeMenu

This event is fired when the user clicks the button at the right hand side of the QAT bar. The presented menu allows the user to decide which QAT items are displayed and alter the QAT location. You can cancel this event to prevent the menu appearing or modify the contents. Use this to add new options to the menu.

Bug Fixes

KryptonGallery

Using the smart tag at design time causes an exception instead of showing the expected popup window of options. Caused by obfuscating the designer classes when they should have been excluded, this is now fixed.
Group Buttons

When you attach a KryptonCommand to a group button it uses the Enabled state of the command to decide if the button is enabled. However it would still issue click events and show drop down menus if pressed. This inconsistency has been fixed.
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
