New Components

KryptonMessageBox

This component is a Kryptonized version of the standard MessageBox and can be accessed by using one of the many KryptonMessageBox.Show static methods. You can use this in place of your existing called to MessageBox.Show by using a simple search and replace.

KryptonTaskDialog

Although not identical to the TaskDialog control that was introduced with Windows Vista, it is very similar and allows a greater range of options than the traditional message box. See the documentation for examples of how to use the component and the Toolkit Examples from the Krypton Explorer to see it in operation.

New Events

KryptonTrackBar.Scroll

This event has been added to copy the same event that is exposed by the standard TrackBar control. This is fired whenever the Value is changed due to the user interacting with the control. So a keyboard or mouse action will prompt this event but setting the Value property in code will not.

Bug Fixes

Modal Dialogs sometimes do not appear on Windows 7 machines

Using the ShowDialog on a Form that derives from KryptonForm can sometimes not be drawn. This happens only on Windows 7 machines when using a palette that has custom chrome and where the Desktop Window Manager is being used. This has been fixed.

KryptonTrackBar Vertical Orientation is inverted

The Krypton version of the TrackBar worked in the opposite direction to the standard windows version. So the KryptonTrackBar has been inverted to bring it into line with the standard version with the maximum value placing the indicator at the top and the minimum value placing the indicator at the bottom.

Using Krypton controls in different threads

Creating Krypton controls inside different user interface threads causes issues with sharing the use of static images between different threads. This issue has been fixed by using a lock when drawing images.

New Controls

KryptonTrackBar

Just like the standard windows track bar this control allows you to move a marker along a track in order to specify an integer value. You can use it in vertical or horizontal orientation and it has three predefined sizes along with many options for specify how it works. Check out the samples to see it in action.

New Properties

KryptonDataGridViewComboBoxColumn

This column definition now has DisplayMember and ValueMember values.

Bug Fixes

KryptonComboBox and RightToLeft fail for DropDownList

When you select RightToLeft for the control and also update the mode to be a DropDownList then it incorrectly draws the edit area text. This is fixed.

KryptonDateTimePicker and MinDate/MaxDate

If you assign MinDate and/or MaxDate values that include a time portion then these values can cause a crash when the drop down is used to select an alternate date. This is fixed.

Bug Fixes

Source code compilation could not be used in projects

Compiling the installed source code for the Krypton components would generate a set of assemblies there could not be easily used in your own projects. Using those assemblies would fail to find the correct design time classes and so controls would appear in the icon tray and be impossible to design. This has been solved by adding a strong key to the source code and automatically installing them into the GAC. Now you projects should reference the GAC assemblies always even when you have compiled the source code yourself.

KryptonMonthCalendar shows incorrect week numbers

If using a non-English locale then the week numbers might incorrect because the code was assuming the week number calculation and not using the locale to discover the correct formula to use. This has been fixed.

Moved Classes

All the design time classes have been removed and placed into the new assembly ComponentFactory.Krypton.Design. This allows the Toolkit assembly to be used inside Client Profile projects which are available in Visual Studio 2010. The Client Profile version of the .NET Framework is a subset of the full framework and allows for smaller installations sizes for client based projects.

KryptonDataGridViewDateTimePickerColumn

Use these new columns to display Krypton styles controls for editing values of a matching type. The NumericUpDown column expects a Decimal data type, ComboBox/DomainUpDown and MaskedTextBox all expect String data types and the DateTimePicker column expects a DateTime data type.
Bug Fixes

TAB around input controls not working

Place several input controls such as a KryptonComboBox and KryptonTextBox onto a navigator page/workspace page or docking page and the TAB key does not move around those controls. This has been fixed.

KryptonComboBox AutoComplete and Suggest not working

The previous release fixed a number of issues with the combo box control but also stopped the auto complete and auto suggests features from working. This is now fixed and working as expected.

KryptonDateTimePicker

You could not set the hour to be midnight using the keyboard. When rolling over the day from 1 to 31 the time would be reset to midnight instead of being left unchanged. These issues have now been fixed.

Input keys would be used as mnemonics and so focus to be shifted to other controls if the input key happened to match another controls mnemonic. This is now fixed by ensuring all input is eaten by the control.

KryptonLinkLabel raises the Click event twice when clicking the link

Using the mouse to click the link label causes the Click event to be generated twice. This has been fixed to generate it just the once.

KryptonTextBox when disabled ignores the MultiLine property

A MultiLine setting on the control should be ignored when the control is disabled and cause the output to revert to a single line. This has been fixed.

KryptonDomainUpDown

When disabled these controls show the ampersand differently to when enabled, for example showing & when enabled and as _ when disabled. This is fixed so they are both the same.
KryptonPalette ignoring CalendarDay values when populating from base

Using the “Populate From Base” method on the palette should populate the palette with values from the base palette setting. The CalendarDay set of values were being ignored but this has now been fixed.

KryptonHeaderGroup.ValuesSecondary.Header not persisting correctly

Updating the value of the secondary Header property does not cause it to be correctly persisted into the generated code. This causes the change to be ignored but this has now been fixed.

KryptonForm.FormClosing event reason for closing incorrect

When this event is fired it passes a parameter indicating the reason for the close occurring. It incorrectly would indicate TaskManager as the source of the close when the user selected the window menu close option or from the taskbar. It now correctly indicates UserClosing.

New Properties

PaletteBase.BaseFontSize

This property is exposed by the built in palettes and can be used to override the font size used to determining the full set of palette fonts. This is the base size only and so actual font’s sizes will be created relative to this size. So the large header font might be 4.5 pts larger than the base. Use this property to get around issues where the font size is not appropriate for your application.

Bug Fixes

Crash with KryptonDateTimePicker/NumericUpDown/DomainUpDown

Using the new Office 2010 palettes and the above input controls can cause a crash because the small up and down buttons are small enough that a bug is exposed that causes a crash. This tends to occur on Windows XP because the font is smaller than the default on Vista and Windows 7. This is now fixed.

Crash using IgnoreDefaults=True for KryptonPalette Export

When exporting a palette and requesting that defaults are not ignored an exception occurs. This is because a couple of new types added in the last release were not recognised by the export/import process. This is now corrected.

KryptonSplitContainer.FixedPanel incorrectly setting sizing

Setting this property should update the splitter distance based on the width/height of the specified fixed panel. But instead the property was updating the splitter distance using the wrong dimension and so using the width instead of the height and vice versa. This has been corrected.
KryptonDataGridView draws outside cell area for last row in the grid

On the last row of the grid the cell drawing can draw outside the bottom of the cell area for the text box cells. This has been fixed.

StatusStrip text cut off at edges under Windows XP

When using a palette that uses anti aliasing to improve the look of text the status strip text gets cut off at the edges under Windows XP. This has been fixed by not using anti aliasing under XP for those palettes.

Focused property not returning correct value for controls with contained child

The KryptonTextBox, KryptonRichTextBox, KryptonMaskedTextBox, KryptonNumericUpDown, KryptonDomainUpDown and KryptonComboBox all have a contained control. The Focused property was returned the value for the container and not the contained control. This has been corrected.

New Palettes

Office 2010 Blue

Office 2010 Silver

Office 2010 Black

These three new palettes are now available so that applications can simulate the look and feel of the upcoming Office 2010 release. The palettes are based on the appearance of the Beta 1 release of Office 2010 and so may need updating once the full release of Office occurs if the release differs in appearance from the current beta version.


Office 2010 Blue is now the default palette used by the KryptonManager.


New Controls

KryptonGroupBox

This mimics the standard windows forms GroupBox control and consists of an optional caption that gives a heading for the contents of the internal panel.

New Properties

KryptonContextMenu.Caller

This property is populated from a parameter of the various Show methods that are used to display the context menu. You can access the property inside any of the Opening/Opened/Closing and Closed events to discover a reference to the calling object that caused the menu to be displayed. This way you can assign the same context menu to many controls and then discover later which one was the caller that display the actual menu.
KryptonDateTimePicker.ActiveFragment

Use this property to get and set the active fragment within the date time picker control. For example, set the value to MMMM to set the long month fragment of the display to be active.

KryptonDateTimePicker.CalendarCloseOnTodayClick

When the user clicks the Today button on the drop down menu this property is used to decide if the drop down menu should be closed. By default the setting is False to ensure the same operation as previous versions.


New Methods

KryptonDateTimePicker.SelectFirstFragment

KryptonDateTimePicker.SelectNextFragment

KryptonDateTimePicker.SelectPreviousFragment

KryptonDateTimePicker.SelectLastFragment

These four methods allow you to programmatically move which fragment of the display is active. Next and previous methods will automatically overflow and ends of the fragment list.

New Events

KryptonDateTimePicker.ActiveFragmentChanged

Fired whenever the value of the ActiveFragment property changes. This is useful if you want to track which fragment he user is currently interacting with.

New ButtonSpecs

WorkspaceMaximize
WorkspaceRestore

These two new button specifications are used within the workspace component in order to allow the user to toggle a cell between maximized and restored states.


FormClose

Until now the min/max/restore and close buttons on the KryptonForm used the same Form button specification for defining appearance. Now the close button will use the FormClose button spec instead. This allows the appearance of the close button to differ from the other form buttons and is required to mimic the appearance of Office 2010.

Bug Fixes

KryptonWrapLabel using incorrect LabelStyle

The control is not correctly setting the style to use internally and so it draws with the wrong colours. This is most obvious with a sparkle theme as the actual label style used gives a different colour to the one you think it should be used. This is now fixed.

KryptonPalette methods for updating from base are failing
Using the Populate from Base option would cause an exception that prevents the palette instance being populated with values from the base palette. The related Reset to Default Values would not clear all the values from the palette. Both of these issues have been resolved.

KryptonPalette format number not set correctly using Palette Upgrade Tool
Using the palette upgrade tool was not incrementing the format number to the latest value and so you would have to manually update the configuration file before it could be loaded into a palette instance. This is now fixed.

KryptonCheckButton with InputControl style using System palette crashes

If your application is using check buttons and the system palette it can crash if you change the button style to be an input control. This is fixed.

KryptonDataGridView not drawing background

When you have more rows than can be drawn but are not using scroll bars then the background area when you use the keyboard to reach the bottom of the data is not drawn correctly. Instead you get a black area. This is corrected.

KryptonComboBox

KryptonNumericUpDown

KryptonDomainUpDown

KryptonCheckedListBox

When the values are obtained from a KryptonPalette and the palette settings are changed the checked list box and combo box were not always updated to reflect them. This has been fixed.

KryptonTextBox

KryptonMaskedTextBox

KryptonNumericUpDown
KryptonDomainUpDown
KryptonComboBox

When these controls are disabled and you change the display settings the text disappears on Windows XP. This is fixed.

Version 4.0

New Controls

KryptonWrapLabel
This is a standard Windows.Forms.Label control that has been updated to use the text colour and text font from the Krypton palette. This is useful because the standard KryptonLabel control does not wrap text over multiple lines but this control will do that as that is the default action of the windows forms control.
KryptonSeparator

Use this very simple control to draw a splitter visual using the Krypton styling. It exposes events that you can hook into in order to use it as a splitter.

New Events

KryptonDateTimePicker.AutoShiftOverflow

Generated when the AutoShift property is defined as True and when the user enters a value for the last input field. This event can be cancelled and so allows you to prevent the default action of overflowing and setting input back to the first field. Useful if you want to prevent overflowing and instead set focus to another control instead.


KryptonDateTimePicker.CloseUpMonthCalendarChanged

Fired when the drop down menu is closed up and the value of the month calendar was changed whilst the drop down menu was displayed. Useful if you need to know that the value has been altered via the drop down.

New Styles

HeaderStyle.DockActive
HeaderStyle.DockInactive

These two new styles are used by the docking component to style the header that is shown by default in the docking areas. When the docking page has the focus it gets the DockActive style and without focus the DockInactive.

TabStyle.Dock
TabStyle.DockAutoHidden

The Dock style is applied to the tabs shown by default in the new docking components that show multiple pages and the DockAutoHidden is the style used for drawing the tabs in the docking auto hidden groups.

PaletteButtonSpecStyle.PinVertical
PaletteButtonSpecStyle.PinHorizontal

Two new button spec styles are used to display a vertical and horizontal orientated push pin. These are required for the docked pages that can be switched between docked and auto hidden states.

Bug Fixes

Crash after changing screen resolution or coming back from screensaver

When the screen properties have changed the fonts become invalid and need to be re-generated by the toolkit. In some circumstances this was not happening and so leading to a crash. This is now fixed.

KryptonDateTimePicker crashes when entering 0000 for the year

If you enter 0000 as the new date value it will crash as the value is not a valid date value. This is fixed so that it ignores the value rather than crash.

If you define a maximum date and then use the drop button to select the last date in the range it can cause a crash. This is because the selected date includes the current time and it should not. This has been fixed.

Entering a value of 00 to 29 will result in a default of year 20XX and entering a value of 30-99 will produce a 19XX value. This now matches the operation of the standard windows forms control.

KryptonDataGridView can crash when altering cell values

If you programmatically update the values of the cells you can get a crash with a stack trace indicating the mouse is no longer over a cell. This odd crash is now fixed.

Using ButtonSpec event handler to destroy control causes crash

If you use a button spec on some of the Toolkit controls in order to destroy the control itself then it can cause a crash. This has been fixed.

KryptonTextBox draws enabled text vertically cantered

When the text box is disabled the contained text is being drawn cantered vertically which is incorrect. This is fixed to draw it aligned to the top.

Default drawing of ampersands altered for form header

The default method for handling the ampersand character in form headers has changed from None to become Show. Now when you have a single ampersand in the form title it will indicate the next character should be underlined. If you need to actually display an ampersand then you must provide two ampersands together. This now makes the default action of the form header the same as the default action for Windows Vista and Windows 7.
BreadCrumbItemCollection string indexer always returns null

The string indexer property has been updated so that when you provide a string to searches for a bread crumb item that has a matching ShortText or LongText entry.

KryptonSplitContainer in Horizontal orientation switches panel orders

If you have a horizontal orientation then the two panels are positioned in a vertical alignment and so therefore should ignore any RightToLeftLayout setting. Unfortunately it currently reverses the ordering but this is now fixed.

KryptonComboBox not honouring change to drop down item font sizing

At design time you can update the font size for the drop down items but once you run the application the actual size of the drop down items is not correct. As a result you may not see any text displayed because the font is bigger than the available space. This is fixed. If you need to update the size outside of the designer then you need to call the BeginInit/EndInit on the control after altering the font size.

KryptonListBox

Changing the global palette or a palette setting does not update the sizing of the list box items. As a result the item size might not be tall enough and the content is not display. This has been fixed.


KryptonPalette

Setting a value inside the Common set of values would also be used for the Override state sets of value and this is incorrect. This has been correctly.

KryptonContextMenu

When showing a context menu on a monitor that is at a negative mouse position it fails to display the menu at all. This only occurs when you have multiple monitors and one of them is defined as left of the main monitor and so is assigned negative mouse positions. This has been fixed.

When you use the context menu key the context menu for some of the toolkit controls was displayed at the top left of the monitor instead of centred with respect to the control that is showing the menu. This is fixed to operate in the expected way.

KryptonCheckSet

The CheckedChanged event is fired even the CheckedButton property is changed but if the property is assigned in the form generated code then the event is fired before the form is fully constructed. This will probably cause issues for your event processing code. This has been updated so the event is fired only at the end of the form initializing. Note that you need to update the form so the generated code is recreated before this fix works.

Version 3.5.2

Bug Fixes

KryptonTextBox
When drawn disabled the text is always drawn with a password character instead of only when a password character has been defined. This is fixed.

Version 3.5.1

New Properties

KryptonDateTimePicker.CustomNullText

Use this property to define custom text to be drawn when the Checked property is defined as False. This happens when the checkbox is cleared by the user or a null date is assigned to the ValueNullable property. If the property is defined as an empty string or null then it is not used.

Bug Fixes

KryptonMonthCalendar

Using the next/previous month arrows would incorrectly try to move before and after the min/max date properties and so cause a crash. This is corrected and now the user cannot move to months outside the valid range.

KryptonContextMenuMonthCalendar

When the context menu is shown for a second or subsequent time it displays the current month instead of the month for the selection range. This is fixed.

KryptonDateTimePicker

Using the scroll wheel to change a field value moves the value to many times. This can be seen most easily when you hook into the ValueChanged event and notice it is firing over a 100 times for a single mouse wheel movement. This has been corrected.

Keyboard entry of numbers or use of the up/down buttons causes dates to be changed to value outside the defined min/max property values. This has been fixed so that you cannot enter a value outside the valid range.

Pressing the spacebar when the checkbox has the focus was being ignored. This has been fixed so it toggles the checked state of the control just like the standard windows forms version of the control.

KryptonTextBox

When disabled as using a PasswordChar the text is drawn normally instead of using the password character to obfuscate the entry. This is now fixed.

KryptonNumericUpDown

KryptonDomainUpDown

KryptonMaskedTextBox

KryptonTextBox

When the controls are disabled the text is always drawn to the left side and so it ignores other settings for the TextAlign property. This has been corrected.

GetPreferredSize ignoring Maximum/Minimum sizes

Many of the Krypton controls were not taking into account the maximum and minimum specified sizes when calculating the return value for the preferred size method. As a result controls such as the KrytonButton would not size correctly within a TableLayout. Base code updated to fix the problem. 
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
